OUR UNIVERSITY PARTNERSHIP 
 
During February we welcomed the Revd Ian Arch, Chaplain to the 
University of Chester, into the Cathedral community as a Minor 
Canon.  We hope that through this new link our relationship with the 
University will be both extended and strengthened, by special 
services and events at the Cathedral, which will employ our resources 
to serve the University’s needs, and to support Ian’s own ministry to 
students and staff.  
 
Our present links with the University 
We already have a robust and symbiotic relationship with our local 
University, which has developed considerably  since University 
College, Chester separated off from the University of Liverpool in 
recent years.  The Vice Chancellor, Professor Tim Wheeler, is a Lay 
Canon of the Cathedral, and is a most valued member of our 
Chapter, freely giving of his considerable experience and wisdom in 
the decisions that are critical for our life and future.  
 
Canon Burkett, Canon Dr Dennis, and Canon Dr Hunt have all been 
active in teaching for the University at different times.  One of our 
Honorary Canons, the Revd Professor Roger Yates, also a member 
of the Cathedral Council, teaches at the University occasionally.  Like 
me, Professor Yates has a background in medical scientific research, 
and also teaches Medical Ethics.  
 
What about my work at the University?  
Soon after coming to Chester, I was appointed an honorary Professor 
of Theology and Medicine in the University.  The word “honorary” 
means I don’t get paid!  The work I do is mainly with students 
studying for a second Master’s degree in Science, Arts or Theology.  
 
My science teaching  
Within Science, I teach on the new degree in Mortuary Science, 
building on my previous work as a pathologist.  I also teach on the 
degree in Cardiac Rehabilitation, which has proved attractive to 
healthcare professionals from several countries worldwide.  
 
My arts teaching  
Within Arts, I teach on a degree in Science and Religion, looking at 
the issues important for a healthy relationship between the two 
disciplines, and examining the reasons why the relationship has gone 
wrong historically.  
 
My theology teaching  
Within theology, I teach on the Bioethics programme, which includes 
Medical Ethics.  In recent years, my students have included priests 
from the Diocese.  In this course, I examine the philosophical and 
theological approaches which allow issues at the heart of medical 
decision-making to be better negotiated by clergy and health care 
professionals alike.

St George  23rd April 

England's patron saint, a fourth century Christian martyr, is also  
patron saint of Georgia and the city of Moscow. 

Very little is known about the real St George. He is thought to  
have been born into a noble Christian family in the late third  
century in Cappadocia, an area which is now in Turkey.  
He followed his father's profession of soldier and became part  
of the retinue of the Emperor Diocletian. The emperor ordered  
the systematic persecution of Christians and George refused to  
take part. In 303, he was himself tortured and executed in  
Palestine, becoming an early Christian martyr. 

The legend of George slaying a dragon and rescuing an  
innocent maiden from death is medieval. St George's Day is  
celebrated in England on 23 April, reputed to be the day of  
George's martyrdom in 303
