Pastoral Care in the Cathedral Community

In the two years | have been Priest Pastor at the Cathedral | have been very aware of the
caring and loving support offered by members of the congregation to one another. But
alongside this awareness there has been a level of anxiety that some people, for whatever
reason, are not noticed or looked after in quite the same way. Some ‘slip through the net’,
so to speak. The clergy as a whole are also very conscious of this. We realise we cannot ]
cover all needs on our own; nor should we, as everyone in a Christian community which is g

growing in Christ should seek to minister to each other. It is as we sensitively care for

each other, building friendships based on respect and trust, that we build a stronger and more loving community. So we
want to encourage the one-to-one caring that is already taking place and also develop a way of ensuring that anyone who
may be less involved or who is newer to the congregation is not missed.

The Pastoral Team

With this in mind, | formed a small team (myself, John and Julia de Newtown, David Harris, Jan Makinson and Jackie
Rainsforth) to consider how pastoral care might be developed within the worshipping community at the Cathedral. We have
now met several times and feel that one of our main aims should be to ensure that pastoral care is available to all members
of our congregations who wish to receive it. This should include caring for those in regular attendance as well as ensuring
that new people are welcomed and enabled to feel part of the worshipping community at a level which feels comfortable for
them.

Caring for each other

We recognise that as we develop this ministry, we must be very conscious of two things: first, that people come to the
Cathedral for a variety of reasons and some prefer to be anonymous, or at least in the background. There can never be
any compulsion for people to receive pastoral care! And secondly, that there is already much good pastoral care going on,
which needs to be encouraged and supported. So if you are already involved in supporting anyone in a pastoral sense,
please don’t stop! If you need any help, advice, or are interested in widening your involvement, please let me know.

CATHEDRAL ARCHAEOLOGY UPDATE

Archaeologists from Oxford Archaeology North have been working to investigate what lies beneath the ground around the
Cathedral (as part of the consultation process of the Chester Cathedral Phase One project being undertaken by the
partnership of Cheshire West and Chester Council, Chester Renaissance and Chester Cathedral).

The work so far has helped cast light on the way in which the area around the Cathedral has been landscaped and used
over a long period of time. There has been a mixture of Roman and medieval finds, but no significant structures have yet
been discovered, suggesting that some of the soil must have been brought from elsewhere in the city to make up the
levels. Stage 2 of the investigation will involve a more detailed examination of levels, geotechnical investigations and an
examination of the potential for further archaeological excavation.

The current trenches have already been backfilled, and further progress is expected in the near future.

PAPAL VISIT

His Holiness Pope
Benedict XVI visited
His Grace Archbishop
Rowan Williams at
the Archbishop's
London home,
Lambeth Palace, in IS
September. Together they addressed a
meeting of Anglican and Roman Catholic
Diocesan Bishops from England, Scotland
and Wales in the Great Hall of the
Archbishop's library.

Recalling fifty years of significant meetings
between successive popes and archbishops
of Canterbury, Archbishop Williams
welcomed Pope Benedict to Lambeth Palace
before leading the bishops in an opening
prayer.

In his address to the bishops Dr Williams
stressed the wider spiritual and missionary
context in which ecumenical dialogue and
growth in unity must take place. He spoke of
the historic visit as "a special time of grace
and of growth in our shared calling", and
expressed the hope that the occasion would
be recognised as having "significance both
to the Church of Christ and to British
society".
