Friends income dropped slightly in 201
mainly due to the very low interest ratgs
and other effects of the recession, Put
regular income less interest, legacies gnd
donations was slightly up at £21,898.
Subscription income at £11,211 was
by about 5%, though gift aid at £2,76
was about £700 lower. Gift aid had beg
higher in 2009 due to the effects of th
2008 memorial bench appeal. A legacy
£5,000 was received from the estate
Miss A.B.Leech.

The Flowers and Gardens fund received
£2,500 from the Plant Sale (down dn
2009 due to very poor weather and algo
the economic climate). Donations from
individuals  for Cathedral Flowers
memorial arrangements and weddirg
donations at £4,395 were up 20% helpgd
by generous contributions from a larger
number of weddings. Again we wish tp
thank all who contributed, as well as
those members who made other
donations during the year. The Cheshire
Regiment Associatin’s donation for
flowers in St George's Chapel is no
paid directly to the Friends.
